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Student Technology Access Contract

Students in grades three through eight will not be allowed to use school computers until there is a copy of this signed contract on file with the school.

Bishop John A. Marshall School (BJAMS) is proud to offer students dynamic, educational opportunities through our high-speed local area network and high-quality technology resources.  Use of a variety of local technology resources is necessary for meeting many curricular requirements.  It is clear that academic and life-long skills for success require students to utilize technology as a learning resource and toolset.  Technology provides students with powerful academic benefits, but these benefits come with individual responsibilities.  To gain access to the computer lab and network, all students must obtain parental consent verified by signature on this form.

It is a student’s responsibility to:

1.  
comply with all school and classroom rules regarding behavior and personal conduct;

2. 
 utilize the school’s network and technology resources only for activities that relate to 
the educational mission of our school;

3.  
seek BJAMS staff permission before using or moving technology resources;
4.  
keep any login information confidential and access the network resources using only 
his/her login privileges;

5.  
notify an adult immediately if he/she encounters material which violate the rules of 
appropriate use; 

6. 
show respect and care for all BJAMS technology resources and network users.

Students agree NOT to:
1.  
use the network or technology resources to harm others or disrupt their work (e.g. 
view, send, or display offensive, threatening messages or pictures or through web 
sites);

2.  
interfere with the operation of the network by installing legal or illegal software, 
shareware, or freeware;

3.  
violate copyright, academic honesty, or intellectual property laws;

4.  
waste limited resources such as disk space or printing capacity;

5.  
enter any chat rooms that are not approved or monitored by a BJAMS staff member; 

6.  
have food or beverages at the computer work area (students must maintain a clean 
computer work station).

7.
Overuse the printer.  If something doesn’t print, see an adult!

8.  
Access social media web sites like Facebook or Instagram.

The use of network and technology resources at BJAMS is intended to support educational activities.  Each user is personally responsible for his or her actions.  Users are advised never to intentionally access, keep, or send anything that they would not want his or her parents, school officials, or law enforcement to see.  It should be understood that electronic activities and records on the school’s technology resources are not private and may be subject to review.  Students found to be in violation of the conditions set forth in this document and/or the BJAMS policies may be subject to revocation of access, and/or civil or criminal penalties.  All students should understand that access to technology at BJAMS is a privilege, not a right.
